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JTF in Romania



JTF: Scope of support (Article 4)

• (a) productive investments in SMEs, including start-ups, leading to 

economic diversification and reconversion; 

• (b) investments in the creation of new firms, including through business 

incubators and consulting services; 

• (c) investments in research and innovation activities and fostering the 

transfer of advanced technologies; 

• (d) investments in the deployment of technology and infrastructures for 

affordable clean energy, in greenhouse gas emission reduction, energy 

efficiency and renewable energy; 



• (e) investments in digitalisation and digital connectivity; 

• (f) investments in regeneration and decontamination of sites, land 

restoration and repurposing projects; 

• (g) investments in enhancing the circular economy, including through 

waste prevention, reduction, resource efficiency, reuse, repair and 

recycling; 

• (h) upskilling and reskilling of workers; 

• (i) job-search assistance to jobseekers;

• Need for ‘case by case’ approach & analyses –
JTF very much focused to a narrow territory with 
its specific needs & characteristics

• JTF is NOT an additional envelope to do similar 
investments as PO1, PO2 & PO3 in ERDF/CF

• “Green Line Jiu Valley”: 2 components, creation of a green line of electric 
buses between Petrila, Petroșani, Aninoasa, Vulcan, Lupeni and Uricani. 
Purchase of 26 electric buses, arrangement of a depot in Vulcan, 
construction / modernization of 112 public transport stations, 
development of 34 recharging stations for electric buses. (Total 128 km of 
4 lines)

• E-ticketing system, passenger information and record systems, bus 
monitoring and dispatching, video surveillance, electronic passenger 
information

• Sustainable urban mobility plan for Jiu Valley
